Amplifier: Fender 1963 Bassman 6G6 B 50 watt amplifier

Description: I have owned this head for about 20 years. I haven’t really used it much for about the last 15 of those years. It appears to be a 1963 Bassman which should be covered in the off white type tolex. Before I acquired the amp someone had removed the tolex and stained and shellacked the outside and actually it looks pretty cool and has aged very well, despite a few bumps and bruises. The amp does not appear to have the original knobs; they have been replaced by set screw bell type knobs. One of my friends mentioned that maybe someone was trying to make a Mesa Boogie type amp modification on this unit. Inside contains 2 old RCA 6L6GC tubes and 4 12ax7a tubes.They all work and light up and performed in other amps and work well here too. There is no hum and the 1st channel produces a very nice clean tone, and broke up a little at high volume nicely with a high output pickup.  

The electrical cord has never been changed to a 3 prong grounded type and it would be suggested that the buyer had that fixed. The 1st channel of the amplifier performs well and all the pots and jacks work correctly, the bass pot seemed to have a little noise to it but cleared up with a little use. The 2nd channel does not work other than producing a very low volume output; I believe that the treble pot is faulty because this year used some strange tapped pot in its circuit design. The other issues I found with the amp is 2 missing screws on one of the transformers, and 2 on the capacitor pan. Also it looks like there is some spray paint on the chassis that is not stock.

This amplifier looks like it would be an excellent project for a restoration, or used as is with a new 3 prong cord. Due to the conditions with this amplifier I will be selling this unit as is. Please contact me through Ebay email, for additional pictures and questions.
