Amplifier: Sunn Model T 100 watt amplifier

Description: This is an original Sunn Model T amplifier made by Sunn in the late 60’s and early 70’s. I have owned this amplifier since the early 80’s and used it to play live up until the late 80’s. The amp is in great shape for an amp that’s around 30 yrs old, it includes Sylvania 6550 and Western Electric 12AX7s. The amp is mostly complete, however “back in the day” I took the T off the front and replaced it with a hand painted X, as indicated in the photos. I also removed the Sunn plaque from the front and have lost that years ago and I cannot locate the back cover for the amp.
      I had recently taken this amp out of storage and plugged it in and played it and it sounded weak and kind of bland.. Being a lot more savvy about tube electronics than I was many years ago I decided to investigate. I took the amp apart and noticed that one of the 1.5k 5 watt grid resistors was burnt, well I wondered why. Looking at the tubes I noticed that 2 of them had broken guide pins on their bases which would allow the tubes to be installed incorrectly, which I had probably done at some point. Anyway, a trip to the electronic store and a little soldering time and the amp was back together and sounding great!!! In fact I don’t remember it sounding that good, it is loud and clean, with a glassy type of overdrive. I played it through my 4x12 and 2x12 and was amazed how loud it was. This amp however does not do a Mesa type of overdrive when turned up, it is more like a marshall/fender sort of sound. All the knobs and switches appear to work correctly and I really enjoyed playing some of my Strats through this amp, they seemed to sound the best.

    A list of the condition issues I noticed about the amp; the chrome hardware has some corrosion on it as does the chassis, the ground prong has been removed, a few of the knobs are worn and one has a small piece out of it, the guide pins on 2 of the tubes are broken (this doesn’t affect the performance of the tubes), I replaced the one resistor mentioned earlier. Good things about the amp, the tolex is in great shape, the control panel is in good shape, no scratchy pots, it comes with classic vintage tubes, the amp sounds really strong. 

The amp is heavy and when shipped I will remove the tubes and wrap separately and fill the inside of the amp with bubble wrap, and I will wrap the amp in several layers of bubble wrap and then form a double layer cardboard box around the amp.
